This mural is deliberately simple and colorful to capture Romeroõs spirit which is very present 

today in the land of El Salvador, in the people, and in all those who opt for the poor and work 

for justice.  

 

The colorful bird, larger than life, is the symbol of Romeroõs spirit, a source of HOPE for the 

people.  The seed of his blood has empowered growth because his life was so deeply rooted.  

His care for the people was evident especially in the way he reached out to children.
